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This Month: When the repair shop calls

It is really a love hate relationship we have with our cars. We love that they
provide us freedom and independence, but we hate that they need service and
that we don’t understand their needs. We all really dread the phone call when
our car is at the shop. Hopefully a few tips can help alleviate this anxiety.

The shop: Find a shop and/or technician that you trust. It may take a few tries, and don’t be afraid to
shop around. Always ask for your old parts back if you feel like they are pulling the wool over your
eyes.

When they start talking about leaks , ask them to define them better. Is it dripping or just seeping?
There is a big difference as seals dry out over time and it is normal for them to appear “wet”.

Rubber items such as suspension bushings and exhaus t hangers take a beating and wear rapidly.
These bushings can be vital to vehicle control, and this is when the trust factor comes in. Have you
heard or felt any clunking when starting, braking, or going over bumps? We might not notice these
things as they develop over time.

Wear items such as belts are vital to vehicle funct  ion and it is important that they be changed regu-
larly. Modern serpentine belts can be expensive and hard to find. If your shop recommends new
belts, ask them to put the old, still usable take offs in with the spare tire in case of emergency. In
most cases, it is easier for the roadside technician to install your old belt(s) and send you on your
way than it is to hook your car up and tow it to the repair shop.

Tires. If you read my column regularly, you will find a common theme. The small contact patch where the
tire meets the pavement is all that connects you and your vehicle’s occupants to earth. They are so
important, an so often neglected, that the Federal Government made it a law that cars have tire pres-
sure sensors. Modern tires are so reliable that we almost forget about them. If the repair shop warns
of tire damage, it is best to get the matter taken care of promptly. Don’t be scared to get a second
opinion, and ask the repair shop to point out the damage. A tire with sidewall damage in the form of a
bulge is UNSAFE to drive on. Particularly at highway speeds.

Electronics. Modern cars are run by computers, and what may have been a cheap adjustment to fix an
old car is probably an expensive failed sensor now-a-days. There really is no rhyme or reason why
these items fail, but they do. The good part is that a quick computer diagnostic will tell the technician
exactly which component has failed. The bad news is that sometimes it is an expensive string of
parts that have failed.

Once you have established a relationship with a shop, it should be like stepping into the home of an old
friend. You will be greeted with a warm smile and a handshake. Don't be scared of the dirt under his finger-
nails, that is a sign he likes his work. Ask lots of questions and be pro-active in your car’'s maintenance
needs, and | bet you will learn to like going to the shop.

Mercedes-Benz adds equipment, holds prices on the 20 12 M-class

Mercedes-Benz USA is holding prices steady
and adding equipment that was previously op-
tional on the first two models of the new gener-
ation M-class crossover. The 2012 ML350
4Matic starts at $49,865, unchanged from the
2011 model. The ML350 BlueTec 4Matic diesel
starts at $51,365, also unchanged.

Prices include an $875 destination charge.

Mercedes-Benz backs Smart with ads, deals

Smart USA will launch a TV, print and digital marketing campaign by year end to
jump-start the microcar brand that Mercedes-Benz USA took over from Penske
Automotive Group on July 1. Smart Cars are now available at MB Westminster,
check with your favorite Mercedes dealership to see what they have in stock.

It's difficult to make something that’s old look new again, but it's far from impossible. Sometimes,
it’s the little things that matter most in revitalizing a car’'s appearance. Many drivers focus their
attention on exterior body upgrades in order to make their vehicles look newer and more appetiz-
ing, but fresh paint and intricate detailing can only go so far. Sometimes, if not done with preci-
sion, some of these exterior upgrades can look forced, which results in an exterior car appear-
ance that isn’t much improved from what the car looked like with peeling paint or hood scratches.

Lighting, however, is something that’s both easy to upgrade and makes an impact several times

what you think it would. Most people probably wouldn’t think of headlights as stylish accessories,

but they are. Many older vehicles suffer from dim front-end lighting, and nothing makes a car

look more dated than its inability to light up the road well just several feet ahead of it. On top of
that, water damage to headlight covers can result in a yellowish tinge and the buildup of minerals that seriously discolor
the headlight display.

Replacing the covers is an easy switch, and the headlights themselves can be brighter, bolder, and modernized with an
HID upgrade. These High Intensity Discharge lights can be up to 3x as bright as conventional halogens, and can be
customized to meet your color preference. From warm yellows to dynamic purples and blues, you can pick out a head-
light color that blends well with the rest of your car’s exterior, or that simply suits your personal taste. HIDs often ap-
pear standard on luxury vehicles and sports cars, making them additions that scream of high taste and upscale design.

Though you can certainly use replacement halogens to fix dimming headlights, and just use new plastic covers to re-
place soured headlight shells, in those cases you're just bringing the car back to its standard look. Powerful, custom-
colored headlights can make a car look like it’s just rolled out of the dealer lot, or at least has a lot of punch left in it.
Unless you're putting them in vintage or classic cars that stay more valuable using only stock parts, HIDs can help to
increase your vehicle’s resale value, so you can trade it in for more when the time comes.
