Join us January 8, 2012 at Denver’s Forney Museum of Transportation for 
this special event where we can all enjoy this exquisite display of Mer-
cedes-Benz history with 32 classic 1952 to 1985 Mercedes-Benz automo-
biles and other Mercedes memorabilia.   

In early 2011, Christof Kheim, Director of the Forney and long-time Mile-
High Section member, asked the Mile-High Section if their members would 
like to display some of their classic Mercedes automobiles in a special 3 

month showing at the Museum.  Section members rallied and offered up some of their finest classics, now prominently 
displayed in the center of the museum.   While most of the Benzes are owned by Mile-High Section members, mem-
bers of the Pikes Peak Section provided vehicles and one un-restored 1960 300d “Adenauer” Sedan with just 22,000 
original miles came from Saint Louis, Missouri, courtesy of 
MHS Member Teofil Kheim.   

The display includes a 1971 250C Coupe owned by 
MBCA’s current National President, Steve Dierks which he 
and his wife purchased new at then Thoroughbred Motors 
in Colorado Springs, and a 1962 220S “Fintail” Sedan 
owned by former National President, Pete Watson (1999-

We all know the reliance that marketers 
from places like CARFAX place on the vehicle’s history and a black mark on such a report can negatively affect a car’s 
value, but now we can file a claim against that too! 

It usually does not amount to more than a few hundred dollars, but every little bit helps in these tough times. If you find 
yourself in this unfortunate predicament, you can glean a lot of information from the internet, and it is a straightforward 
process.
