What's been happening in the World of Mercedes-Benz this month?

SLS Roadster for 2012: For 2012 the Mercedes SLS will also be available in a Roadster version The car will official-
ly bow in September at the Frankfurt motor show. The roadster will pack 563 hp and arrives in the United States late this
year as a 2012 model, the culmination of a three-year development period during which extensive attention was paid to ri-
gidity and handling. Mercedes engineers were unwilling to sacrifice the drive character of the coupe and say the body shell
of the convertible comes in at 536 pounds--just five pounds more than the coupe. The soft top, can be electrohydraulically
closed at up to 31 mph and employs a three-layer fabric top. Mercedes added reinforcements behind the seats to bolster
the rollover protection system. Did you know that Mercedes tests Convertible tops 20,000 closing cycles while stationary
and 2500 times while in motion?

AMG History and where did that name come from? AMG has been putting wrenches to Mercedes-Benz en-
gines since 1967, when Hans-Werner Aufrecht ("A") went into business with Erhard Melcher ("M") and founded AMG. The
"G" is for Grossapach, Germany, the birthplace of Aufrecht.

The two men were former Mercedes employees who worked in engineering, design and testing of race engines. Their first
engine was finished and sold in 1965. Six years later, AMG got its first race win at the 24 Hours of Spa with a Mercedes
300SEL. It was the first of many checkered flags for the company. Later in the 1970s, the company outgrew its factory in
Burgstall and moved to its current home in Affalterbach. In 1998, we were graced with the 306-hp Mercedes-Benz C43.
The 4.3-liter V8 could rocket the car from a standstill to 60 mph in six seconds, extremely quick for its time. As customer
interest increased, Mercedes obliged us by making an AMG variant of every model by 2002. Today, the United States
makes up more than 40 percent of AMG's business.

Mercedes-Benz Driving School will launch in LA: Mercedes-Benz is set to launch its first U.S.-based teen
driving school in Los Angeles this October. A full driver's-education program will incorporate training online, in the class-
room and behind the wheel. Teaching approaches will include digital animation to visualize road hazards, problem-solving
exercises in the classroom and hands-on experience with in-car coaching.

Mercedes-Benz A-Class to be sold in the USA:  The latest from Mercedes-Benz officials is that they plan to
bring a newly redesigned A-class premium small car to the U.S. market. After a very successful showing at the New York
Auto show Mercedes is now saying that they will sell 4 models of the A-Class in the U.S. No word when they will be offered
in the U.S., but expect them sometime in the next few years. The car has hovered over Mercedes' U.S. planning for more
than a decade. During the 1990s Mercedes officials indicated they planned to sell the A class through U.S. retailers, but
never did so. The car will be pitched to younger buyers with features such as "intelligent connectivity, innovative graphics
and all the latest smart phone applications.” Reports are that the four models will be a small coupe, a small van most likely
be offered as an electric vehicle, a sedan to be called the CLC, and a small crossover known as the GLC.

Spring time is pothole season and they can damage your car in several ways. Obviously, the
best option is to be vigilant in watching the road and avoiding any part of the road that appears
to be damaged. Potholes will form in areas where water collects and works its way into the
pavement. The frequent freeze and thaw cycle in the spring, combined with afternoon thunder-
storms, causes this water to break apart the pavement and create a hole.

If it is too late and the pothole impact has occurred it is important to inspect for damage. Look for signs of tire damage on
the outside and inside of the tire. Pothole damage to a tire will most often appear as a bulge in the sidewall caused by rup-
tured belts. A tire that has suffered this type of damage is unsafe and could blow out. It is important to replace this tire as
soon as possible. Other problems that may arise from pothole impacts could be a bent rim(s), bent suspension components,
broken bushings etc, and every attempt should be made to correct these as soon as possible to prevent an accident.

Even hitting a small hole or debris in the road can knock the vehicle’s alignment out of specification and may lead to prema-
ture tire wear. Be observant and have a great spring!!
